Dear Parents,

There are two things |
would like to share with
you in this month’s
newsletter. One is an
ongoing issue that
continues to be a challenge
for us, picking up students
at the end of the school
day. The other is regarding
Credit Recovery
opportunities for ninth
grade students.

| am still receiving
concerns regarding parking
on the east side of the
building after school.
Residents have let me
know that there are many
occasions that cars are
double parked on 3100 east
while waiting for their
students after school. In
some cases, driveways are
either being parked in or
blocked by waiting cars. |
am cognizant that traffic
flow is most challenging
immediately after school
because of the number of
cars waiting to pick up
students. Nevertheless, we
do need to respect the
residents and property on
3100 east and not block or
impede access to their
driveways or homes. One
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Craig Drive (street north of
athletic field) and the west
side of 3100 east. There is
a lot of parking in those
areas if we continue all the
way around the field.
Another option is to delay
arriving to pick up your
student until 2:55 or 3:00
p.m. Usually, the
congestion eases within
five to seven minutes after
the end of the school day.
Thanks for your help in
these matters.

Many, if not all of you,
realize that ninth grade is
the beginning of a
student’s high school
career. Currently, it takes
27 credits in the state of
Utah to meet the
requirements for a high
school diploma. The 27
credits are a compilation of
required and elective
classes. Occasionally,
students fail a course that
is required for graduation.
This course then, or the
portion of the course that is
failed, has to be made up.
My purpose in including
this information in the

newsletter is to inform you
that a required course that
is failed can be made up at
Skyline High School
through their credit

recovery program.
Students can take a test
and if they score 80% or
better the credit is made
up. If they choose not to
take the test or don’t reach
the 80% pass rate they are
given course work to
complete. Upon
completion of the
coursework they must pass
a test at 80 % proficiency
to receive the needed
credit.

There is a tuition
requirement of $45.00 per
quarter credit. That amount
is reduced to $35.00 if the
course is made up the
quarter after the failing
grade was received. If you
would like to receive more
information about this
program please see your
Wasatch Junior High
School Counselor. They
will provide you with the
needed paper work and
specific directions as to the
necessary steps to take to
recover the lacking credits.
